s Report

To My Fellow Members:
Greetings!

| express my gratitude to all members for
entrusting me again the presidency of our club for
the year 2018-2019. Together with my co-board
members, we hope that we have accomplished the
goals we have set to reach.

In 2018, numerous improvements were added
fo our club’'s services and infrastructure. These
include projects for a better working environment for
our valued workers and management which in turn

will lead to a better service for all.

These projects include:

1. Provision of upgraded health and medical insurance, not only for management but also for rank and
file employees.

2. Renovation of new locker rooms for both male and female employees, including sleeping quarters
for managers and supervisors on overnight shifts.

3. Provision of a new office for the Employees’ Union.

4. Conversion of the old employees’ locker room to a new receiving area for our perishable and non-
perishable items.

5. Modernization of the cafeteria’s cold storage for perishable stocks, kitchen fixtures, and cooking
batteries.

6. Installation of automatic gate barriers.
It is worth noting the efforts of the Management Team which has achieved the following:

1. Increase in revenue most especially in the food and beverage department due to the increase of
patronage of both members and banquet clients. The management was able to strategize pricing scheme
in anticipation for the Train Law and increase in prices. Members’ food prices remain unchanged while
banquet clients were offered competitive prices in our local trade area. The resulting net income is Php
4,378,676 million after tax is reflected in the auditor’s report.

2. Attainment of manpower efficiency and productivity by assigning the right person at the right time. The
organizational plantilla is kept to a minimum despite wage increases and CBA adjustment.



3. Optimal Power Utilization (Electricity) through implementation of scheduled maintenance of
mechanical, electrical equipment such as air conditioning units, and cold storage equipment, continuous
replacement of LED lighting fixtures and conversion of air conditioning units to inverter.

4. Minimum water consumption despite increases in prices / cubic meter. Plumbing leaks were eradicated
by replacing corroded pipe lines and water closet mechanism.

The redevelopment of Makati Sports Club is at hand!!! Ayala Land, Inc. has offered
to purchase 7,000 sq. m. portion of our 1.3 hectare property for Php 4 Billion. This will give
us enough funds to build our modern high rise club with all amenities on the remaining
6,000 sg. m. lot. This, of course, will require the endorsement of our members in a special
stockholders’ meeting on a two-thirds vote.

We look forward to meeting more challenges ahead, especially with the prospect of the
redevelopment of the club as shown in the architectural perspectives on the cover and back pages. But
with our steadfast faith in the Lord’s guidance, our passion and your relentless support, we will certainly
be able to hurdle all barriers and bring fruition to our dream.

My appreciation goes to all Board members for their diligence and dedication, especially to the
outgoing directors: Mr. Dexter Quintana and Mr. Angelito Villanueva. Their remarkable performance is
reflected in their respective reports in the succeeding pages.
